Cancellation Policy:

Payment by BACs must be made at the time of booking; the SMA Treasurer will check payments have been received before confirmation of your booking will be issued.

The SMA reserves a set number of rooms at the conference hotel for which it is liable for full hotel rate payment regardless of occupancy.
